I've fitted a Brompton S1 QR bag, it has a lower profile than the std. bag which allows the bars to clear the bag when turning. The transparent ticket pocket also doubles as a handy holder for my bluetooth GPS receiver.

A ride up the canal
On the way back from a visit to Kinetics, I've fitted a 52 tooth front ring instead of the 34 tooth. The bag was overloaded with heavy locks and bike bits which did make the bike wobble a bit on downhill bits!

Brompton block
It was necessary to cut a wedge shaped piece off the back of the block, otherwise the bag fouls the bars. The mounting holes had to be enlarged to line up with the existing 6mm holes on the GoBike.

I've also 'gobbed' on some epoxy to help prevent wobble.

Reflective strip and badge show up well at night. The excellent Busch & Mueller Ixon LED light is twice as bright as my previous Cat-eye, it last much longer has a built in intelligent charger and is very well made.

The derailleur has been replaced by the Rohloff tensioner, which was far too tight at the time this photo was taken, I added a few links the next day.
